Individual - No support network, often excluded from their own (ethnic) communities, facing isolation.
& >90% of PWS are survivors of torture

Social services -LGBTQIA+ refugees with no documents or expired documents have no access to health care

Hormonal treatment/transition is offered for free through the GR NHS after a successful referral from a
specialised psychiatrist, only to documented asylum seekers => 1. Health risk for those already on hormonal
treatment that are forced to interrupt their treatment or source it illegally and unmonitored. 2. Surgical
procedures are not covered by GR NHS.

Accommodation: LGBTQIA+ refugees and especially TGNC are at risk of homelessness, and lack of housing
alternatives. For asylum seekers there is no housing alternatives other than vacancies in camps which are in
remote and or rural areas=> High risk for GBV and unemployment. Many “prefer” to be homeless in Athens.

Asylum application procedure: 1. Harassment and verbal attacks for LBTQIA+ refugees while waiting in
related processes. 2. Interpreters can discriminate against them, compromising their cases. 3. Placing trans
women in detention cells with cis men / asking traumatic and intimidating questions during interviews /
misgendering applicants. 4. Lengthy delays in interviews (6-18month delays) 5. Limited funding for
annulment appeal
