Model letter for branches to send to members in departments/work areas they identify as lacking reps or contacts:
Dear colleagues,

I am writing to you as you are in a department/work area where our branch currently has no rep or local contact. I would like to invite you to think about becoming a local contact for UCU in your work area.

What do we mean by a local contact?

A local contact is someone who is prepared to be the face of our union in their immediate work area. Someone who is prepared to distribute our literature among their colleagues, talk to their colleagues about what the union is doing and who is prepared to tell us about what’s happening locally.

To be clear, a contact is NOT a local rep. Many of our reps take on casework and negotiation duties. This is NOT the role of the contact. But we need our union to be visible and present in every workplace. That’s where you come in.
